The Pennsylvania Council of Churches’ Role

The Pennsylvania Council of Churches believes that all people have a God-given responsibility to be stewards of the environment, based on principles that include:  (1) weighing the impact of economic progress on natural resources; (2) giving priority to policies that promote energy efficiency, wiser use of natural resources, development and use of renewable and alternative energy sources, and that set appropriate controls for pollution emissions from vehicles, machinery, and businesses; (3) engaging in a simplified lifestyle—living, to the extent possible, in harmony with nature; and (4) engaging in activities that avoid over-consumption and waste.

In light of these principles, the Council:

· actively advocates for legislation, regulations, government policies, and corporate practices that promote sustainability of a fragile creation;

· educates its constituents concerning environmental issues and encourages them to engage in environmentally sound practices;

· empowers constituents to advocate effectively on behalf of the environment.
