In November 2007, the Penn-
sylvania Department of Educa-

tion released the results of a comprehensive “Costing-Out”  
Study, designed to determine the basic cost of an educa-
tion for our children based on the federal No Child Left 
Behind standards. 
 
We applaud our General Assembly for supporting such an 
important study, but a study that lands on someone’s 
bookshelf collecting dust doesn’ t help anyone!  The next 
step is for our elected leaders to implement a funding for-
mula that provides fair and adequate funding for our 
schools so that every child can receive the level of educa-
tion that will lead them to succeed in life. 
 
This is a very important issue, and we know there will be 
numerous debates concerning how best to provide  
the funding that is needed in the fairest way.  Debate is 
good—we simply call on our elected officials 
to keep our children foremost in their minds.  
We ask that the product of the debates be a 
funding system that ensures that all children 
will have a future filled with hope and prom-
ise, regardless of where they live. 

 

As for us—now is the time to roll up our shirt sleeves and 
get to work.  It is time for us to speak up, urging our 
elected leaders to adopt a fair funding formula and long- 
term plan with adequate funding to turn public education 
into an opportunity for all children to learn, grow and suc-
ceed.
