
Our Bible abounds with stories of the very 
human lives and struggles of men and women 
of faith.  Some inspire, like God’s gift of 
manna from heaven for a people wandering 

in the desert, and Jesus feeding the masses with 
a few fish and loaves of bread.  Others reveal our foibles and fail-
ures, like Ahab seizing Naboth’s vineyard after Jezebel schemed 
to have him killed, and the disciples’  doubts that Jesus could pro-
vide food enough for the crowd. Behind these stories stands a 
God of hope and love that continues to convey a message of 
abundance—there is enough for everyone, if we are only willing 
to share! 
 
How would our lives change if we believed and acted as if there 
was enough for everyone?  What if we could open our hearts, our 
ears, and our minds to God’s message of abundance?  How would 
that affect the way we live as people of faith—would we step out 
into the world and extend our hands in gestures of sharing?  The 
seeds of change could flourish, but who is prepared to nurture and 
cultivate the garden to make it happen?

Why, then, is it so difficult to come up with an  
adequate and equitable funding system for public 
education in Pennsylvania?  Why is it so difficult to

We know our God is a God of abundance, continuing to demon-
strate that there is enough for everyone.  However, like the people 
hoarding manna in the desert, we have not always trusted in what 
we know.  Even in a world of abundance, there are challenges 
now and challenges ahead.  We have a responsibility to meet our 
current challenges to reform public education funding now in  
order to prevent even greater challenges in the future. This  
requires trust in God’s message that there is enough for all, and 
the willingness to see that all have what they need.
